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Determine the thickness of the finished wall.  Plumb the valve in the 
unfinished wall making sure that the centerline of the valve is 
between 3” and 3-1/2” from the exterior side of the finished wall.

Install finished wall leaving a 1-1/4” hole around the valve sleeve.

Measure the distance the Valve Sleeve protrudes from the finished 
wall.  If  this distance is greater than 5/8”, mark the Valve Sleeve at 
5/8”.

Remove the Valve Sleeve from the valve.  Remove the spline from 
the Valve Sleeve.  Cut the Valve Sleeve at the mark.

PREPARE VALVE (cont’d)

Reinstall the spline all the way into the Valve Sleeve.  Measure the distance the spine protrudes from the Valve 
Sleeve.  If this distance is greater than 1/2”, mark the spline at 1/2”.  Remove the spline from the Valve Sleeve.  
Cut the spline at the mark.

Reinstall the spline into the Valve Sleeve.  Reassemble the Valve Sleeve and spline into the valve.

Slide the handle assembly over the valve sleeve and 
spline so that the handle assembly engages the 
spline.  Rotate the handle counter clockwise 
until the valve is in the closed position.  
Remove the handle assembly.

Thread the wall adapter onto the valve until it is snug 
against the wall.

Slide the handle assembly onto the valve sleeve and 
spline, aligning handle as desired.

Holding the handle in one hand, use the other hand to 
rotate the escutcheon until the threads are fully 
engaged with the threads on the wall adapter and the 
handle assembly is snug against the wall.  
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
