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Procedure:
 
1.  At the rear of the backrest open or cut the fabric on the backrest
     to expose internal mounting screws or spring clips holding the
     backrest frame onto the recliner frame. Pull the backrest assem-
     bly upward to remove and set aside.
 
2.  Locate and remove all the fasteners for seat and arm assemblies.
     Set the assemblies aside.
     NOTE: Once the seat has been removed, the bolt securing the 
     ottoman handle can be accessed to remove the handle from the 
     frame, pulling it out the arm side.
     NOTE: Recliner actuator cables may be cut to aid side arm re-
     moval.
 
3.  Extend the ottoman to access all the screws holding the ottoman
     pads to the steel frame.  Remove all ottoman pads.
 
4.  Pry off armcaps from arms. Cut fabric off and scrape thin foam
     layers from arm assemblies. Remove any steel brackets or hard-
     ware. Remove any casters or caster assemblies fastened to the
     arms. Remove any recline actuator controls from the arms. The
     cables may be cut to aid removal.
