It’s inspiration through 
observation. Together with Studio 
7.5, we combined design expertise 
with manufacturing excellence and 
studied, learned, asked questions, 
and then relearned. 

About Studio 7.5 
When Burkhard Schmitz and Carola 
Zwick started their design studio 
as a team of six in 1992, they were 
looking for the freedom to work on 
projects that interested them. And 
for the freedom from bosses and 
titles. “Everybody does everything,” 
says Schmitz, speaking for the 
group that also includes Carola’s 
brother, Roland Zwick. “That’s how 
we cultivate ideas and maintain our 
openness and curiosity.”

They find designing office chairs 
to be most rewarding and have 
worked with Herman Miller on the 
Setu Chair, the award-winning Mirra 
Chair, Mirra 2, Cosm, and Zeph. “We 
define not only how the chair looks 
but how it performs,” Carola says. 
As to how how these chairs perform 
for you, they provide comfort no 
matter how or where you sit.

The 
upholstered Setu features a  
C-Layer Suspension that works with 
a variety of textiles, adding a degree 
of structural support to the fabric.

Every molecule counts  
Setu’s dematerialized, 
environmentally sensitive design 
uses less material—only 18 pounds 
for the multipurpose chair—to 
support more people, up to 300 
pounds. With only one adjustment 
for height and a bumper that 
protects and enhances the chair’s 
aesthetic, it’s been painstakingly 
shaped and reshaped to ensure 
that every molecule falls into the 
right place to deliver the desired 
comfort and functionality. Setu 
is a small chair with a big impact, 
proving that sometimes less really 
is more.

With its dipped-in-
color option —one hue from top 
to bottom—Setu complements 
both a variety of spaces and other 
seating options like its fellow Studio
